St John Chrysostom

This greatest and most beloved of all Christian orators was born in
Antioch the Great in the year 344 or 347. He is known for his
preaching and public speaking, his denunciation of abuse of
authority by both ecclesiastical and political leaders, the Divine
Liturgy of Saint John Chrysostoand his ascetic sensibilities.

Saint John was surnamed Chrysostom (*Golden-mouth™) because of his eloquence. He
made exhaustive commentaries on the divine Scriptures and was the author of more works
than any other Church Father, leaving us complete commentaries on the Book of Genesis,
the Gospels of Saints Matthew and John, the Acts, and all the Epistles of Saint Paul. His
extant works are 1,447 sermons and 240 epistles. They are distinguished by their
eloquence and the remarkable ease with which rich imagery and scriptural allusions are
multiplied; by their depth of insight into the meaning of Scripture and the workings of
God's providence; and, not least of all, by their earnestness and moral force, which issue
from the heart of a blameless and guileless man who lived first what he preached to others.
He is honored as a saint in the Oriental Orthodox, Eastern Orthodox, Catholic, Anglican,
and Lutheran churches, as well as in some others. The Eastern Orthodox, together with the
Byzantine Catholics, hold him in special regard as one of the Three Holy

Hierarchs (alongside Basil the Great and Gregory of Nazianzus). The feast days of John
Chrysostom in the Eastern Orthodox Church are 13 November and 27 January.

He later became Archbishop of Constantinople and is considered to be an important Early
Church Father.

From St. John Chrysostom

On the matter of piety, poverty serves us better than wealth, and work better than
idleness, especially since wealth becomes an obstacle even for those who do not devote
themselves to it. Yet, when we must put aside our wrath, quench our envy, soften our
anger, offer our prayers, and show a disposition which is reasonable, mild, kindly, and
loving, how could poverty stand in our way? For we accomplish these things not by
spending money but by making the correct choice. Almsgiving above all else requires
money, but even this shines with a brighter luster when the alms are given from our
poverty. The widow who paid in the two mites was poorer than any human, but she out
did them all.
